Dynastic relations between Rurikids and Premyslids:
real and fictional marriages

The paper attempts at answering the question concerning real and presumed matrimo-
nial relations between medieval dynasties of Ruthenian Rurikids and Bohemian Piemyslids.
Pursuing the research of this issue is not an easy task, because of lack of sources or their
insufficient comprehensiveness. Both in Ruthenian annuals, and in Bohemian chronicles there
can be found only short information regarding some particular Ruthenian prince or prince's
son marrying a daughter of a foreign ruler. Moreover, in most cases, the annuals omit the
question of the bride’s name.

Because of that the author in his paper will focus mostly on five possible marriages
between Rurikids and Pfemyslids which, relying on source, can be divided into three catego-
ries. The first would be marriages with strong arguments behind their probability, when both
spouses’ names are known. This category consists of sole marriage between Kunigunda, dau-
ghter of Rostislav Mikhailovich, and Bohemian king Pfemysl Ottokar II, which took place in
1261.

Second category consists of marriages hard to identify, that is not only of problematic
identification of spouses, but general likeliness of such a marriage. This group includes
marriage between Svyatapolk Mstislavovich and a daughter of Moravian ruler Otto II (Euphe-
mia?) and marriage between Vratislav, son of Moravian prince Ulrich, and Ruthenian prin-
cess, presumably daughter of Vasilko Rostislavovich.

The third category in the professional literature enclosures information about marri-
ages which are unsupported by any sources and are not directly mentioned in them. Historians
rely only on indirect traces. This group can include hypothetical marriages between Bohemian
prince Boleslav III and daughter of Grand Prince Vladimir Svyatoslavich and between
Jaroslav, son of Izyaslav Mstislavovich and daughter of Bohemian king Vladislav L.

Antyczne i bizantynskie reminiscencje w ruskiej mysli politycznej na poczatku XII w. w
swietle pism metropolity kijowskiego Nikifora I

Reprezentujemy jeden z najbardziej interesujacych zabytkéw staroruskiej mysli poli-
tycznej — pism Nikifora, greckiego duchownego, petnigcego z woli patriarchy konstantynopo-
litanskiego funkcje metropolity kijowskiego w latach 1104—-1121. W swych listach do ksigecia
kijowskiego Wtodzimierza Monomacha (1113-1125), wnuka cesarza bizantynskiego Kon-
stantyna IX Monomacha, éwczesny zwierzchnik Cerkwi Ruskiej postulowal, ze panstwo
powinno by¢ rzadzone przez jednego wiadce, stojacego na strazy czystosci chrzescijanskiej
doktryny. W jego pismach odnajdziemy réwniez dwie teorie na temat pochodzenia wiadzy
monarszej, zgodnie z ktorymi ksigz¢ zostal wybrany i ustanowiony przez samego Boga, a do
sprawowania rzagdoéw predestynuje go urodzenie. Wyrazne wptywy bizantynskiego modelu
politycznego mozna dostrzec w zarysowanym przez Nikifora wzorze postepowania idealnego
ksiecia chrzescijanskiego. Co wigcej, w tekstach metropolity odnajdujemy rowniez wptywy
pogladéw Platona, wylozonych w traktacie Panstwo (Politeja). O zalezno$ci koncepcji
Nikifora od teorii antycznego greckiego filozofa swiadczy chociazby poréwnanie duszy i
panstwa, przybierajace w ujeciu metropolity formy konstatacji, iz pi¢¢ zmystéw czlowieka
powinno petni¢ funkcje postusznych stug duszy, umozliwiajacych jej kontakt ze §wiatem.

Ancient and Byzantine influences in the ruthenian political thought in the beginning of
the XII'" century in the light of the letters of Kievan metropolotian Nicephorus I

The main purpose of this paper is to present one of the most interesting sources
regarding the Ruthenian political thought — writing of a native Greek prelate, Nicephorus,
who was appointted the Metropolitan of Kiev (1104—1121) by the Patriarch of Constantinop-
le. In his address to the Prince of Kiev, Volodymyr Monomach (1113-1125), grandson of the
Byzantine Emperor Constantine Monomach, the head of the Ruthenian Orthodox Church
implied, that the country should be subject to only one ruler, who should defend the purity of
the Christian doctrine. Nicephorus also stresses two monarchic ideas — the choice of the
prince by God and his predestination to rule by the right acquired through his birth. The
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Byzantine pattern is revealed in the prelate’s counsels on the behavior of a Christian prince.
Nicephorus was also inspired by Plato’s ideas expounded in the Republic («Politeia»). Plato’s
comparison of the soul with the state is echoed in Nicephorus’ dictum, that the five senses
should act as the soul’s obedient servants in her contact with the world.
